Readings of the Week

Reading I: Isaiah 50:4-7

He opens my ear that I may hear.

e  The first reading from Isaiah is taken from the third
"Song of the Suffering Servant."

e [t shows us the disciple whose faithfulness is based on
fidelity to God.

e  Although the passage was originally written about
someone else, when we read this passage we immedi-
ately think of Jesus.

Reading II: Philippians 2:6-11

He emptied himself, taking the form of a slave.

e  The second reading from Paul’s Letter to the Philippi-
ans is a quotation from an early Christian hymn that
proclaims the meaning of Jesus’ death and resurrection.

e Even though Jesus was God, he obediently accepted the
humiliation of the cross, and God raised him in glory.

e Paul’s challenge is to make Jesus’ attitude our own.

Gospel: Mark 14:1-15:47

The passion of our Lord Jesus Christ.

e  The Passion story from the Gospel according to Mark
shows Jesus to us as the suffering servant portrayed in
the prophecy of Isaiah.

e  Mark places Jesus’ suffering and death in the context of
the Passover meal which draws on Jewish theology.

e In Mark’s account of the Passion, Jesus is alone with no
one to comfort him as he approaches the ultimate sacri-
fice.

Family Reflection Corner

Weekly Readings Reflection

e Together with your family discuss the Lord’s Passion
and its meaning for us. Invite family members to share
what part of the Passion story touches them most.

e As a family, plan how you will celebrate Passion/Palm
Sunday and the Easter Triduum. Celebrate Christ who
died and is now risen and living with us forever.

e Place blessed palm branches in significant places in your
home to remind you that Jesus died and rose to new life
for you.

e Have each family member write the message, “Jesus
died and rose to new life for me”, on a small sheet of
paper. Invite each person to discuss what that message
means to him or her.
