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Dear Parishioner, 
 
This past week we Americans celebrated the 241st anniversary of our cherished  
freedoms brought about by the sacrifices of our founders and the signing of the  
Declaration of Independence. It gives us an opportunity as Christians to reflect upon the 
religious underpinnings of our foundation as a great nation and our absolute reliance on 
God for our wellbeing. Many of the founding fathers were men of deep religious  
conviction based on their reading of the Bible and their deep faith in Jesus Christ.  
Believe it or not nearly half of the 56 men who signed the Declaration of Independence 
held seminary or Bible degrees. 
 
I would like to share with you some interesting reflections that the first and only Roman  
Catholic president (so far!), John F. Kennedy had on the religious aspects of our  
founding as a nation. In a speech he gave at Faneuil Hall, the red-brick building where 
the colonists gathered to protest taxes imposed by King George III, he began by  
talking not about taxes, or about the British, or about the consent of the governed, but 
about religion. He said, “The informing spirit of the American character has always 
been a deep religious sense. Throughout the years, down to the present, a devotion to 
fundamental religious principles has characterized American thought and action.” He 
added, “Our government was founded on the essential religious idea of integrity of the 
individual. It was this religious sense which inspired the authors of the Declaration of 
Independence: ‘We hold these truths to be self-evident: that all men are created equal; 
that they are endowed by their Creator with certain inalienable rights.’” 
 
And during his inaugural address in 1961, Kennedy said, “The same revolutionary be-
liefs for which our forebears fought are still at issue around the globe – the belief that 
the rights of man come not from the generosity of the state but from the hand of God.”  
 
This great nation, is at its best, when it is aware of its providential role in the world, 
based on our firm reliance on the Almighty, to model and promote justice, equality, 
truth and peace. God bless the United States of America and may she continue to pros-
per and never forget her vaulted past, the sacrifices made in each generation since our 
founding to preserve our unity. May we always be one nation under God, indivisible, 
with liberty and justice for all!

South Jersey Catholic School students set to lose 
critical funding in 2017-18 

 
Are You a Taxpayer? 
 
Students in Catholic schools save New Jersey  
taxpayers millions of dollars annually. Each child 
who leaves a Catholic school and moves to public 
school costs taxpayers an average $19,000 a year. So 
it’s in all our best interest to help keep students in 
our Catholic schools.  
 
Governor Christie has proposed flat or reduced  
funding for non-public school students in the  
2017-18 school year. In his plan, the per-student  
allotment for bus transportation will remain $884 – 
an amount that has not changed in 10 years. Every 
year, students are forced to leave our schools because 
of transportation challenges. Also, funding for school 
nurses and technology will be reduced, and funding 
for non-public school security will be eliminated 
altogether.
